Summary:

The amendments correct four specific errors in five OSHA standards.  The first correction amends two standards, the General Industry and Construction Industry standards for Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus, §§ 1910.219 and 1926.307, and deletes two references to a nonexisting table in the Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus Standard.  The second is a correction of typographical errors in the Mechanical Power Presses Standard, § 1910.217.  The third correction is to a cross reference in the Telecommunications Standard, § 1910.268.  The fourth correction is to a reference to a table contained in the Hazardous Materials Standard for Hydrogen, § 1910.103.

	Note on Incorporation by Reference

Pursuant to § 2.2-4103 of the Code of Virginia, Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus; Mechanical Power Presses; Telecommunications; Hydrogen, General Industry and Construction Industry (29 CFR 1910.219, 29 CFR 1926.307, 29 CFR 1910.217, 29 CFR 1910.268, and 29 CFR 1910.103) are declared documents generally available to the public and appropriate for incorporation by reference. For this reason the documents will not be printed in the Virginia Register of Regulations. Copies of the documents are available for inspection at the Department of Labor and Industry, 13 South 13th Street, Richmond, Virginia 23219, and in the office of the Registrar of Regulations, General Assembly Building, 9th and Broad Streets, Richmond, Virginia 23219.


On August 3, 2004, the Safety and Health Codes Board adopted an identical version of federal OSHA’s revision of the final rule for federal OSHA’s technical corrections to five standards, as published in the Federal Register (69 FR 31880) on June 8, 2004, with a proposed effective date of October 15, 2004. This final rule corrects four specific errors in five OSHA standards. The first correction amends two standards, the General Industry and Construction Industry standards for Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus, § 1910.219 and § 1926.307, and deletes two references to a nonexisting table in the Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus Standard. The second is a correction of typographical errors in the Mechanical Power Presses Standard. The third correction is to a cross-reference in the Telecommunications Standard. The fourth correction is to a reference to a table contained in the Hazardous Materials Standard for Hydrogen.

When the regulations, as set forth in the technical corrections to the final rules for 16 VAC 25-90-1910.219, Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus, § 1910.219; 16 VAC 25-175-1926.307, Mechanical Power - Transmission Apparatus, § 1926.307; 16 VAC 25-90-1910.217, Mechanical Power Presses, § 1910.217; 16 VAC 25-90-1910.268, Telecommunications, § 1910.268; and 16 VAC 25-90-1910.103, Hydrogen, § 1910.103, are applied to the Commissioner of the Department of Labor and Industry or to Virginia employers, the following terms shall be considered to read as follows:
