Summary:

The amendments (i) eliminate the requirement for submitting a copy of the patient's written consent for disclosure; (ii) require the prescriber to attest to having obtained written consent from the patient; and (iii) require that the written consent for disclosure be maintained as part of the patient record.

Summary of Public Comments and Agency’s Response: No public comment was received by the promulgating agency.
