Summary:

The amendment corrects the total phosphorus allocation for Tyson Foods - Temperanceville from 980 pounds per year to 1,142 pounds per year.  At the State Water Control Board meeting on September 21, 2005, nutrient waste load allocations were adopted for significant dischargers in the Shenandoah-Potomac, Rappahannock, and Eastern Shore Basins.  The board was notified that these final allocations accounted for changes based on revised design flow values for some facilities, and waste loads for all the listed dischargers shown in whole pounds per year, rather than rounded off to two significant figures as shown in previous draft amendments.  Upon close review of the final regulation text, it was noted that the total phosphorus allocation for Tyson Foods - Temperanceville was still shown as rounded off to two significant figures and did not account for a revision to the design flow value, while the total nitrogen allocation was correct.  The total phosphorus sum for the Eastern Shore Basin dischargers was also correct, necessitating only a technical correction to the individual value for Tyson’s total phosphorus allocation.
