Proposed Regulation

REGISTRAR'S NOTICE: The Board of Game and Inland Fisheries is exempt from the Administrative Process Act pursuant to subdivision A 3 of §2.2-4002 of the Code of Virginia when promulgating regulations regarding the management of wildlife. The board is required by §2.2-4031 of the Code of Virginia to publish all proposed and final wildlife management regulations, including length of seasons and bag limits allowed on the wildlife resources within the Commonwealth of Virginia.

Title of Regulation: 4VAC15-270. Game: Firearms (repealing 4VAC15-270-50).

Summary:
The proposal rescinds the prohibition on the use of high velocity, long-range rifles, shotguns loaded with slugs and pistols or revolvers of a larger caliber than 22 rim-fire for hunting in Northumberland County. The section proposed to be rescinded is inconsistent with a local ordinance on firearms adopted by the Northumberland County government.
4VAC15-270-50. Use of certain firearms prohibited in Northumberland County. (Repealed.)
It shall be unlawful to use high velocity, long-range rifles, shotguns loaded with slugs and pistols or revolvers of a larger calibre than 22 rim-fire for hunting in Northumberland County. 
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
