Title of Regulation: 12 VAC 35-120-10 et seq.  Rules and Regulations to Assure the Rights of Patients of Psychiatric Hospitals and Other Psychiatric Facilities Licensed by the Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services (REPEALED).

Title of Regulation:  12 VAC 35-130-10 et seq.  Rules and Regulations to Assure the Rights of Clients in Community Programs (REPEALED).

The Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services is suspending the July 18, 2001 effective date of  12 VAC 35-110-10 et seq., 12 VAC 35-115-10 et seq., 12 VAC 35-120-10 et seq., and 12 VAC 35-130-10 et seq.  The final regulations were published in the Virginia Register on June 18, 2001 (17:20 2891-2920).  The suspension is in response to requests from at least 25 people for an additional comment period on the changes with substantial impact made to the regulations from the time they were published as a proposed regulation to the time they were published as final regulations.

The Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services will receive comments on the changes made to the regulations until August 30, 2001.
