Summary:

The regulatory action repeals current regulations pertaining to proof of residency in the procedures and requirements associated with the application process for driver's licenses, commercial driver's licenses, photo identification cards, learner's permits and temporary driver's permits. The repeal does not eliminate the requirement that an applicant prove residency, but eliminates the use of certain documents that DMV is required to accept for proof of residency because some documents are unreliable as proof of Virginia residency or could potentially become the targets of fraud or abuse. This action provides the agency with the flexibility to modify procedures and requirements in the event that fraud or abuse is detected in the process or unreliable documents are identified.

Chapters 767 and 834 of the 2002 Acts of Assembly repeal the authority for DMV to accept form DL 51 (certification of residency). The proposed action meets these requirements of the General Assembly.
