Title of Regulation: 16 VAC 25-175-1926. Federal Identical Construction Industry Standards (29 CFR Part 1926) (amending 16 VAC 25-175-1926.60).

Statutory Authority: § 40.1-22 of the Code of Virginia.

Effective Date: August 15, 2005.

Summary:

Federal OSHA revised the regulatory text of the Methylenedianiline (MDA) Standard for Construction to correct a cross reference to OSHA’s standard on emergency action plans and fire prevention plans by inserting the reference for “Fire prevention Plans, 29 CFR 1910.39,” in § 1926.60 (e)(1)(iii). Section 1926.60(e)(1)(iii) will not read as follows: “The plan shall specifically include provisions for alerting and evacuating affected employees as well as the applicable elements prescribed in 29 CFR 1910.38 and 29 CFR 1910.39, “Emergency action plans” and “Fire prevention plans," respectively.

	Note on Incorporation by Reference

Pursuant to § 2.2-4103 of the Code of Virginia, Methylenedianiline in Construction (29 CFR 1926.60) is declared a document generally available to the public and appropriate for incorporation by reference. For this reason the document will not be printed in the Virginia Register of Regulations. A copy of the document is available for inspection at the Department of Labor and Industry, 13 South 13th Street, Richmond, Virginia 23219, and in the office of the Registrar of Regulations, General Assembly Building, 9th and Broad Streets, Richmond, Virginia 23219.


On May 24, 2005, the Safety and Health Codes Board approved an amendment to the Methylenedianiline Standard for Construction to conform to the Federal OSHA requirements, with a proposed effective date of August 15, 2005. This amendment corrects and updates 16 VAC 25-175-1926.60 to conform to 29 CFR 1926.60.

When the regulations, as set forth in the corrections to 16 VAC 25-175-1926.60, Methylenedianiline in Construction, § 1926.60, are applied to the Commissioner of the Department of Labor and Industry or to Virginia employers, the following federal terms shall be considered to read as follows:
